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Our new nocturnal enclosure ‘Te Ao Māhina – The Twilight’ is a quiet,
slow zone. You will see more if you take your time and keep noise
levels low.

Why can’t I touch or feed the animals?

Our animals have special diets.  They can catch human illnesses easily,
which can be fatal, so please don’t touch or feed the animals, for their
safety and yours.

Conservation at Wellington Zoo
Wellington Zoo is focused on conservation and we run successful breeding programs for
endangered animals at the zoo.  All our breeding or non-breeding is controlled by either ARAZPA
(Australasian Regional Association of Zoological Parks and Aquaria) for exotic species or DoC
(Department of Conservation) and CMaG (Conservation Management Group) for native species.

Birds:  We breed Brown Teal for the DU (Ducks Unlimited) release programme, Campbell Island
Teal for the Department of Conservation, Scaup (Black Teal) for the Karori Wildlife Sanctuary and
we support the Antipodes Island Parakeet breeding programme.

Sunbear: Our Sunbear breeding programme is on hold as we only have one bear, but we hope
to get another soon.

Tigers: We have successfully bred Sumatran tigers in the past with a litter of three cubs born in
1996.  One cub is still at the zoo, one went to Auckland and one went to Perth.  A second litter of
three cubs was born in 2000; all three cubs went to Hamilton Zoo.  Due to the untimely death of
our breeding male Jambi in 2001 we are investigating options for obtaining more breeding tigers
for the Zoo.

Primates:  We currently run breeding programmes for Chimpanzees,
Hamadryas Baboons, Cotton Top Tamarins, and Golden Lion Tamarins.

We are also hoping to breed White Cheeked Gibbons in the future.
