We are interested in community views on plans for the area 
before the design is fine-tuned. We also want to know whether 
you think the two sections adjoining the car park area should 
be sold or retained in public ownership. 

This brochure explains what’s proposed, gives information 
about the sections and details on how you can comment.

to see there as part of the entrance upgrade, including ideas on what 

to do with the old quarry building. The main message was that any 

improvements should enhance the natural character of the area. There 

were high levels of support for toilets, seating, shelter and improved 

traffic management, landscaping, parking and signs. 

Last year the Council decided to demolish the existing building and 

replace it with a smaller purpose-built structure, accomodating toilets 

and information about the area. 

The Council also voted to sell two sections which adjoin the car park.

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What’s happened 
In 2000 the City Council purchased the Owhiro Bay Quarry from 

lburn New Zealand Limited to stop quarrying on the South Coast 

and restore the area as a reserve. 

Since then the Council has been implement ng the Owhiro Bay Quarry 

Closure Management Plan. The old quarry face has been re-contoured 

to make it safer, appear more natura and to create areas that can be 

replanted w th nat ve plants. A lot of plant ng has already happened 

and more is planned. 

The final stage of the Quarry Closure Management Plan is the upgrade 

of the car park area as a major entrance and gateway to the South 

Coast. The site is the large undeveloped gravel area between the end 

of Owhiro Bay Parade and Hape Stream.
