(2) there is no one in the household who is able to carry the rubbish bags to the kerb side and
(3) who are experiencing Financial Hardship i.e Low household income.

Or applicants who (1) are frail and elderly and (2) there is no one in the household who is able to
carry the rubbish bags to the kerb side and (3) who are experiencing Financial Hardship
i.e Low household income.

Please provide the following supporting documentation:

* Disability/impairment/frail elderly - Applicants must supply a written statement from a health
professional such as a district nurse, doctor, Foundation for the Blind confirming the
Disability/impairment/frail Elderly status of household member/s.

AND

* Financial Hardship — Applicants must supply proof of household income (after tax) such as a
certificate of earnings,Work and Income New Zealand (WINZ) benefit details or income tax return.
